I. Course Description

High School Jazz Band is a performance class available to all ninth, tenth, eleventh and twelfth grade students who have completed the previous school year of band instruction and have the approval of the high school band directors. All high school jazz band students will be enrolled in one class and will meet daily during the regular school day. Extra rehearsals will be conducted as deemed necessary by the director.

III. Major Assignments: 
a. Rehearsals/Daily Grade

Students will earn grades for daily, early morning, evening and other additional rehearsals, in-class playing quizzes, daily participation, assessments and bringing supplies everyday (instrument, binder, theory, cleaning supplies, reeds, valve oil, pencil).

Students will earn 20 points per day for with 5 points assigned to each of the following categories:

· Instrument, music, reeds/sticks/mallets/valve oil, pencil

b. Concerts/Performances
Attendance is required for both winter and spring band concerts. The Jazz Band will also be performing for various community groups during the school year. In case of illness, parents should notify Mrs. Rhodes before the performance. Students will be given a make-up assignment when they return to school. Students with unexcused absences will receive a zero (0). WHEN ANY MUSIC ENSEMBLE PERFORMS, IT MUST HAVE THE ATTENDANCE OF ALL BAND STUDENTS TO BE SUCCESSFUL!
IV. Grading Policy

a. Grades are to be A, B, C, D, F and will follow the following grading scale:

b. Grades are based on a percentage scale. Within a semester, students will be graded on:

· Daily Grades (Rehearsals) 40%

· Test Average (Concerts, Performances & Assessments) 40%

· Mid Term/Semester Tests 20%
